2011 – 2012 Winter Market Rules and

Regulations for Farmers
Please read these rules and regulations carefully before signing below.  Keep a copy for your records.  Please return a signed copy to Wyoming Ave. Farmers’ Market (WaFM) before November 1.  Failure to observe these rules and regulations may result in charges, suspension, or termination of your participation in WaFM Winter Market.  If you have any questions regarding these rules, please contact Penny Shore at 513-761-2416.

Winter Market Operation

1. There will be eleven (12) Winter Markets:  November 8, December 6, 20, January 3, 17, 31 February 7, 21, 28, March 13, 27, and April 10.  The Thanksgiving Market will be Tuesday, November 22.
2. WaFM will request a list of available products and prices from participating Vendors eight (8) days before each Winter Market.  For the first Winter Market, this will be Monday, October 31.

3. Product and pricing information is due from Vendors by 9 a.m. six (6) days prior to each Winter Market.  For the first Winter Market, this will be Wednesday, November 2.
4. WaFM will email the newsletter list and Cincinnati Locavore with a reminder that it is time to place their orders five (5) days prior to each Winter Market.  Subscribers will be directed to our website which will list available products and prices along with ordering instructions.  For the first Winter Market, this will be Thursday, November 3.
5. Orders from shoppers are due to WaFM by 6 pm three (3) days prior to each Winter Market.  For the first Winter Market, this will be Saturday, November 5.
6. WaFM will send each Vendor a list of ordered products by noon two (2) days prior to each Winter Market.  For the first Winter Market, this will be Sunday, November 6.
7. Winter Market Day (dates listed in item 1 above)
· By 1 p.m., Vendor will drop-off product at the home of Britt Hedges (916 Springfield Pike, Wyoming).  If your product requires refrigeration, please provide coolers with blue ice or some other method of keeping the product at a safe temperature.

· Shoppers will pick up their products between 2 p.m. and 6 p.m.  Shoppers will pay for their orders either by cash or a check to the market.  By pre-arrangement, we will be able to accept credit card payments during the Winter Market; however, we are unable to accept Ohio Direction – the cost to keep our account active is too expensive.
Pricing, Cost, and Payment

1. All product prices must include sales tax.  If at all possible, please round prices to the nearest $0.05.  This will assist in a smoother calculation of order totals when shoppers order product from multiple Vendors.

2. WaFM will charge a five percent (5%) processing fee on each Vendor’s gross Winter Market receipts.  This charge will be accessed for each Winter Market.

3. WaFM will pay Vendors, by check, for their sales as follows:

Rules
1. Only Vendors who sold at WaFM during the regular market season may participate in the Winter Market.  No brokers, re-sellers, or commercial producers are permitted.  No products obtained at any auctions are permitted.

2. Products sold must be grown or produced by the Vendor.  Only those items listed in Attachment A of this contract may be sold by the Vendor.  Vendors must notify WaFM in writing of any new products before offering previously unidentified items at the Winter Market.

3. WaFM reserves the right to inspect or spot-visit any farm or establishment, with advance notice if possible, as necessary throughout the season.  Visits will be made only with a farm representative present unless otherwise permitted.  Failure to allow an inspection will constitute a violation of WaFM rules.
4. Produce offered for sale must be grown, harvested, and cared for post-harvest to ensure customers receive fresh, high-quality fruits and vegetables.  Any produce that is of lesser quality, typically intended only for processing (e.g. for sauces or preserves) must be labeled as such.

5. All produce or products labeled organic must be third-party certified according to USDA standards by a recognized organic certifying agency.  Certification letters must be available for inspection upon request.  

6. The Market Manager will investigate and discuss with Vendor any written complaints filed with WaFM concerning products offered for sale.  Should a complaint be found valid, this may result in expulsion from WaFM.  In such cases, no refund will be made for the fees previously paid.

7. Value-added edible items (e.g. jams, sauces, baked-goods) must be produced from scratch ingredients by Vendors in their homes or in a licensed facility according to local, state, and federal regulations.

8. All packaged items (wrapped, bottled, or canned) must be labeled with the Vendor’s name, address, complete list of ingredients, and net weight.

9. The Market management must approve products not specifically listed in these rules.

10. The Market Manager and his/her designees are responsible for the interpretation and enforcement of WaFM’s rules.

11. You are individually responsible for conforming to all city, state, and federal laws including the securing of any licenses required in connection with the sale of your products.  Non-consumable items are subject to sales tax.
12. Communications between WaFM and Vendor will be handled through email whenever possible.  Please ensure that the WaFM has your current email address.

13. Vendor will indemnify and hold harmless Wyoming Farmers’ Market, LLC, and its members and managers for, and will pay to Wyoming Farmers’ Market, LLC the amount of any loss, liability, claim, damage (including incidental and consequential damages), expense (including costs of investigation and defense and reasonable attorneys’ fees), arising, directly or indirectly, from or in connection with Vendor’s sale of produce and other merchandise through Wyoming Farmers’ Market, LLC.  A copy proving liability insurance coverage and naming Wyoming Farmers’ Market, LLC, as an additional insured is required with this contract.
